Need to Know: Jesus takes care of us

Bible Story: Jesus calms the waters - Mark 4:35-41

On Sunday in Kid's Worship, we continued talking about the miracles Jesus performed. God gave Jesus the power to perform
miracles so that those witnessing the miracles would truly believe that Jesus was in fact, the Son of God. This Sunday, we talked
about things we are scared of and that we can always put that on Jesus. We read the story about a great storm causing very rough
waters in the Sea of Galilee. The disciples were so very scared so they woke Jesus up to help them. Jesus was able to calm the waters
and stop their boat from sinking but just saying a few simple words! The disciples were so scared and Jesus helped them through that
fear and made their waters be still. The kids talked about things that scare them and we discussed that we can always talk to Jesus
about those things. We did a fun object lesson with vinegar and baking soda to illustrate how we feel when things are scary. Then we
added oil to the mixture and it made everything in the mixture calm again, just like when we add Jesus to whatever is scaring us!

This week: Discuss with your family how you handle being scared or having anxiety about a particular situation. How did Jesus help
calm you? How do you remember to cast your anxieties on Him, as the scripture says? Discuss ways your family can remember to
count on Jesus to calm their fears about something they may be worried about?

Pray with your family: Hey God! We are so glad that we can lean on you when things in our life get a little stormy. You have given
Jesus the power to help us feel calm when it seems difficult to do that on our own. Amen!
