Loose Change Offering is THIS SUNDAY benefitting
our Mother’s Day Out program!

This month, we are collecting for our Mother’s Day Out
Program. This program is an outreach of the church, where
families are charged a low rate for child care, while the
church subsidizes the building space, heat and air, and some
supplies. This program has been in place for 46 years and
contains to grow each year. With the growth comes the
need for improvements in classrooms and extra toys and
games.

The FCC Property Team, led by Gene Owen and Bobby Davison, is hosting a
workday on Saturday, April 1 at the church. This will be a time to work on
cleaning out some flowerbeds, cleaning out the pantry and bereavement closet
storage; wash church vehicles and check tires, oil, etc.; look at the rooftop air
handler unit and evaluate for repair/replace; evaluate leaking water faucets on
playground and southside of building, clean out the shed, repair any items that
may need attention, and just generally spruce up the building ahead of Easter.
We will meet from 1-5 p.m. Feel free to bring any gardening tools or other
supplies you think may be helpful. If you can’t come for the entire time, feel free
to drop in and help for whatever time you can.

A few of the current needs are a new bounce house for the gym (approx.
$400) and new doors on our third floor classrooms. We have eight doors that
need replaced and we are hoping to replace them with doors that are cut in half.
These style doors help teachers visit with parents at drop-off without the risk of
children getting outside the classroom with a fully opened door. Approximate
cost is $400 per door with a need for eight doors.
