If you want to race into this story, try these questions...
•SCRIPTURE QUESTIONS

•What command did God repeatedly give to Joshua once he became the new leader of the Israelites? 
(“Be strong and courageous.”)
•Read Joshua 1:8. What does this mean? (The passage means to study God’s words and obey them.)
•Read Joshua 24:14–15. Did Joshua obey God’s command? How do you know? (Yes, he declared that he 
and his household would serve God and urged the people to make the same choice.)
•Read Psalm 78:5–6. How did the people of Israel learn God’s words? (People passed down the teachings 
to their children and grandchildren.)

•APPLICATION QUESTIONS
•When are times you might want to be strong and courageous?
•If you were put in charge of something like Joshua was, how would knowing God’s words help you be a 
better leader?

PIT STOP (Weekly challenge): Racers need to have good relationships with their pit crews. At 
every pit stop, in a matter of seconds, the pit crew gets the race car back into the best condition 
possible before it goes back out onto the track. Find time this week to stop and refuel. Ask 
yourself:
