ARE WE ON THE RIGHT TRACK?      Ladies and gentlemen, boys and girls, welcome to the 
Promised Land Grand Prix! Buckle up and check your engines as we’ll be racing through the life 
of Joshua and the Israelites to see if they stay On the Right Track toward the land that God 
promised them! 
AND WE ARE OFF... During Youth Extra, we read about obstacles of the Israelites and how 
God was there through all sorts of dire situations. We also discussed who else faced 
obstacles in the wilderness... Jesus! Jesus was tempted to go against God’s plans, but He 
remembered God’s words and was able to overcome. Sometimes, we can’t see a way around an 
obstacle. All we can see is the obstacle in front of us — things like difficult school work, 
problems within friend groups, loved ones being sick, or feelings that bring us down. 
Sometimes, God will remove an obstacle, and other times, God might show us how to navigate 
around one. Just like with the Israelites, God has taken us through, over, and around many 
obstacles, so nothing can take us off track when following God! If we keep our eyes focused 
on God and not on the obstacles, we don’t need to be afraid. We don’t need to worry. God is 
with me, and God is with you.
If you want to race into this story, try these questions...

•Why did Moses send the twelve men to Canaan? (They were sent to check out the 
land and the people who lived there.)
•What did ten of the spies say about the land? (They said that the land was good, 
but the people living there were too strong to defeat and the Israelites seemed like 
grasshoppers by comparison.)
•How did Joshua and Caleb show they trusted God? (They told the people God was 
with them, God would give them the land, and to not be afraid.)
•In the passage from Psalms, what were some of the obstacles that God removed 
for the people? Hunger & thirst; people were lost & struggling.

PIT STOP (Weekly challenge): Every racer needs to take a pit stop so their pit crew can 
refuel their cars, replace tires, and make any repairs needed. Find time this week to stop and 
refuel. Ask yourself:  

•What is one way you can take a break from or one way you can overcome the 
things, or people, that might be obstacles in your life right now? Think of a time 
when you were faced with an obstacle or hard time in your life. How did you feel 
before facing the obstacle? How did you feel after? What is one way you can 
trust God with an obstacle?

PRAYER: God, we want to grow our faith so we can trust you like Caleb and Joshua did when 
everyone else was scared of the obstacles in the way. Thank you for helping us with the many 
struggles we face in our lives. We know they are no problem for you! Amen.
